Yr 8 Take Your Child to Work Day - Thursday 23 April 2026

All Year 8 students are being offered the chance to take partin the national 'Take Your Child to Work Day’ as part
of our commitment to delivering high quality CEIAG (Careers Education, Information, Advice and Guidance). It
isrecommended by the DfE that students have at least one “meaningful encounter” with an employer each year.
Evidence shows that this helps young people become more confident about reaching their ultimate career goals,
have greater motivation in school, are more likely to be employed after education and will earn more money.

The nature of the scheme will require your input in order to make the day as beneficial as possible. We do
understand that for a variety of reasons it may not be possible for your son/daughter to accompany you to work.
To ensure all students have equality of opportunity we would suggest asking relatives or family friends if they
would be able to accommodate them.

We would anticipate that your son/daughter would accompany you/relative/family friend for a full working day
on Thursday 23™ April 2026. They will travel to and from work with that person and be covered by the Health and
Safety practices and insurance of the organisation that they are visiting.

All students will be provided with a ‘Take Your Child to Work’ booklet which they should aim to complete during
the day (timings can be changed to suit the work place). There will also be a small section to be completed by
the adult who is being accompanied. These activities are designed with the aim of helping our students
get the most beneficial learning experience possible from the day.

We want our students to think about the skills and personal qualities which are required to be successful in the
workplace. We want to build their awareness of the attitudes that are expected, communication, presentation,
focus, punctuality, etc.
